MAKING A SOLAR SYSTEM DIORAMA

1. Make sure you write your name on your diorama.
2. Color in the Sun — it should be yellow, but feel free to use a little orange too.

3. Color the planets, asteroids, and comet — some suggestions for colors:

a) Mercury — gray e) Jupiter — orange, yellow, white, Great Red Spot
b) Venus - light blue /white  f) Saturn — yellow and tan with gray rings

c) Earth — blue and green g) Uranus — blue/green

d) Mars — red/brown h) Neptune — bright blue; Great Dark Spot dark blue

4. Cut the Sun, planets, asteroids and comet out with a pair of scissors.

5. Glue everything in the right place on the diorama. Pay attention to the orbits.
6. Cut out the planet fact boxes. (You can color these tool)

7. Glue the facts along the outside edge of the paper. Jupiter
